Joseph Brian Diescho was born at Diyogha in Northern Namibia on 10 April 1955 and attended 
primary school at Andara Roman Catholic Mission. He matriculated at Rundu Secondary School 
in 1976, and started undergraduate studies at the University of Fort Hare in 1977. He obtained the 
degree of Bachelor of Arts in 1981 and an Honours degree in 1982. 

While completing his Honours degree, he began research on a MA degree in Political Science, which 
was obtained with distinction in 1984. His dissertation was entitled: "A Critical Evaluation of the 
Odendaal Commission of Inquiry into South West African Affairs, 1962-1963 with Specific Reference 
to Its Findings, Recommendations, and Implementation in Respect of Kavango: A Juridico-Socio­
Political Analysis." 

He was awarded the Deutscher Akademischer Astauschdienst (German Academic Exchange Service) 
Scholarship and began his studies at the university of Hamburg, West Germany, in 1983 . At the 
end of 1984, he began doctoral studies in Political Science at Columbia University in New York 
City, USA on a Fulbright Scholarship.

In 1982 he was appointed as a lecturer in the Department of Psychology at the University of Fort 
Hare and promoted to senior lecturer in 1984.

Barend Rudolph Gerhardus Lindeque 

Barend Rudolph Gerhardus Lindeque was born in Johannesburg on 12 August I 943 and completed 
his high school education at the Alberton Hoerskool in 1860. 

In 1968 he was awarded the Bachelor of Arts degree by the University of South Africa. The Transvaal 
Teachers' Higher Diploma (cum laude) was awarded by the Johannesburg College of Education in 
1971, and in 1978 he enrolled for the BEd degree at the Rand Afrikaans University. On 6 April 1979 
he obtained the BEd degree and continued with his studies for the MEd degree at the same university . 
His dissertation "DIE BESTUURSWAARDES EN WAARDE -ORIENTASIE VAN 
SKOOLHOOFDE" led to interesting conclusions on the management-styles of school principals in 
the Republic of South Africa. His doctoral thesis deals with the transfer of Mathematical concepts 
and how this can be aided. 

From 1964 to 1966 Mr Lindeque was employed by the SABC as Announcer-Producer for the Afrikaans 
Service of Radio South Africa. He started teaching in 1967 at the Technical High School, Marais 
Viljoen, Alberton and was promoted to Head of the Department of Official Languages in 1978. 
In 1983 he was appointed Deputy Principal of the Frances Vorwerg School for the Cerebral Palsied . 
Since 1984 Mr Lindeque has been employed by the University of Fort Hare. At present he is the 
Acting Head of the Department of Didactics and the Science of Teaching. At least two articles are 
awaiting publication and he is at present working on a textbook on Didactics in collaboration with 
Professors Jardine and Behr of the University of Durban-Westville. 
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
