How Can I Protect Myself From Coronavirus (COVID-

To protect yourself and your family:

Keep vour family home and away from others as much as possible.

Avoid cother people, especially those who are sick, and busy places until the outbreak
is under control. Remember, COVID-192 can spread hefore & person has symptoms
and even when someone has no symptoms.

If you need to go out, cloth face masks on adults and kids over 2 years old can help
slow the spread of the virus:

Do not use a face mask meant for a health care worker because they're needed in
hospitals and doctor's offices.

To see how to put on and remove masks, clean them, or make your own cloth mask,
check the CDC's guide.
